overtly simplistic. At times, it reads like a journal entry: | did this, | saw this, then this happened.
There is also A LOT of emotional baggage. This is a powerful spiritual experience for the author,
and he makes his feelings and emotions very explicit to the reader. | have never been at war, but
Morris makes it clear that it is tremendously psychologically damaging. In short, if you have an
interest in cycling touring in Africa, this book is not for you.
