The bad news is,

she has princess duties to perform: shaking a traditional olive branch in the fireplace to bless the

hearth, entertaining other young royals (including Britain's Prince William), and helping her

GrandmÃƒÂ¨re (elegantly portrayed in the movies by Julie Andrews) rule Genovia.The good news

is, she gets to invite her American best friend Lilly, and her heart-throb, Lilly's brother Michael.As

always with Princess Mia, her plans go awry. Lilly's rude t-shirts and casual approach to palace

protocol set GrandmÃƒÂ¨re's teeth in a grim line. Michael doesn't seem the least bit jealous, even

when Mia dances with Prince William. She has a little problem with a stray cat. And she's having

trouble finding the perfect Christmas present for Michael.With notes of O. Henry's "Gift of the Magi",

and many sly allusions to the movies ("...movies that aren't strictly FACTUAL, if you know what I

mean..." the young lady reminds us), this book is an excellent choice for the bookshelf of your

daughter, niece or grandchildÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€•especially if she is already familiar with Mia, Princess

of Genovia.

To top it all, a fight that Lilly caused leads

to the breaking of a very valuable heirloom. As you can imagine, Grandmere was furious. The end is

really ironic. I won't tell you what it is but it has something to do with Michael's present.This book

was HILLARIOUS! Every page has something to make you laugh. Lilly's attitude to Prince Rene

made me laugh out loud. All the mentions of real royals where really good (imagine this: Prince

William snapping pictures with his cell phone camera in order to blackmail a certain relative)! This

book is guaranteed to light up your day.
